PAPER:

Material List for Sandy's Classes

Watercolor paper comes in 3 surfaces, cold-press, hot-press, and rough. For my classes rough

surface paper works best. Bring Arches 140lb rough paper to class, stretched, any size you wish to work.
Also, bring scraps of paper for testing color. Stretching your paper is necessary because we use lots of water
placed in specific areas. If your paper is not stretched it will ripple, water will not stay where you put it, and you
will be very frustrated.

#2 small round 1 12" or 2” wide flat wash brush
# 6 round #10 round
V4" stiff flat brush to use for lifting (if you don’t have one | will have some for sale at class)

When it comes to paint, “You get what you pay for.” Buy artist grade brands like Winsor &
Newton, Daniel Smith, Grumbacher “Finest” and you get pigment. Do not buy cheap brands
Cotman, Grumbacher “Academy”, and Reeves because you get a lot of filler and only a
little pigment.
